Eligibility Criteria
e Candidate’s parent/guardian must be a Time Warner Cable Mid-Ohio Division customer

Selection Criteria

recipient(s). This selection committee shall consist of the following:

1. Two Community Representatives

2. Two Financial Aid representatives from two different local area colleges or
universities

3. Columbus Youth Commission Coordinator
% Non-voting representative from Time Warner Cable

Administrative Guidelines
e Scholarship awards shall be paid directly to the recipient’s school of choice

e Funds may be used to support any educational expenses
